 “ Each one has received a  special 
gift…” “God did this to prepare all 
God’s people for the work of   
Christian  service, in order to build 
up the body of Christ.” “Under 
God’s control all the different parts 
of the body fit together and the 
whole body is held together by every 
joint with which it is provided.  So 
when each separate part works as it 
should, the whole body grows and 
builds itself up through love.”  
Ephesians 4:7-16 
 

 So many of the friends we meet 
through this ministry come to us 
pretty much alone.  They may have 
family and friends who truly care 
about them, but because of mistakes 
made, situations that are   staggering 
and resources poorly used or      
exhausted, those relationships are 
nearly ruined.  Family members are 
often wounded and weary of trying 
anymore. Friendships are strained 
and frequently become skeptical of 
being exploited or enabling a prob-
lem.  Most want to see some sort of 
positive results before they respond 
again.  On the other hand, those on 
the estranged side of the situation 
are generally depressed, embar-
rassed and sometimes angry about 
how deep they are dug into a dark 

pit.  Without a way to work     
together, the wound continues to 
fester and the gap grows farther 
apart. 
 
 The human body and the body of 
Christ however has an amazing 
ability and    opportunity to heal!  
When, as in the scripture passage, 
“when each separate part works as 
it should,” … hums … “as it 
should???”  Do you wonder what 
that really means?  I do.  So often 
we see situations that are complex 
and  confusing.  People who are 
“broken” generally didn’t “break 
in a day.”  Typically it’s a long    
journey of looking and leaning the 
wrong direction.  And often it is   
family and friends looking the 
other way or over-looking a    
mistake or  misdirection in the life 
of a loved one.  When each part 
“works as it should,” there should 
be a connection, a communication 
and accountability that keeps all 
the parts working for the good of 
all. 
 
 Wouldn’t it be nice!  It works in 
our body because we only have 
one brain, but in the body of 
Christ it gets more complicated,

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probably because God has 
given each part – each person – 
a brain and the ability to de-
cide, good or not so good, for 
ourselves.  The hope and the 
goal is that each part/person 
would all have (or at least 
strive for) the mind of Christ.  
“Under God’s control all the 
different parts of the body fit 
together … and the whole body 
grows and builds itself up 
through love.” 
 

The ministry of Friends of the 
Carpenter provides a place for 
the various “body parts” to 
come together and fit together 
in a safe and supervised      
setting.  Parts and persons who 
are worn and wounded join 
together with other persons 
who are “more or less” healthy 
and whole.  As we meet and 
mix together doing the simple 
tasks that brought us together, 
something rather miraculous 
occurs.   In a setting of sharing 
and caring, conversations soon      
include compassion and      
encouragement.  Before long, 
the rays of God’s light shines 
down into those deep, dark pits 
and hope and healing begins to 
build! 
 

 For those who are already 
invested and involved in this 
ministry – THANK YOU!  But 
as Jesus prayed “The Lord of 
the harvest to send out more 
laborers,” so Friends of the 
Carpenter needs more volun-

teers.  Everyday we are pleased 
that more and more friends 
come to this special place;  
consequently more and more 
volunteers are needed.  When 
each part works “as it should,” 
hum … there it is again … “as 
we should.”  This plea is not to 
promote guilt nor to prod    
people by pressure, but rather 
to invite as many as can come 
to be a part of this healing  
ministry.  There is a place for 
you to fit in. 
 

 The scripture says, “the whole 
body grows and builds itself up 
through love.”   In addition to 
the healing that happens to 
those who have been wounded, 
there is a larger healing that 
happens to the whole body.  As 
St. Francis of Assisi said long 
ago, volunteers find that in 
giving, they receive; in sacri-
ficing they themselves feel 
served; in consoling others, 
together the body of Christ (the 
family of God) is consoled and 
joined together as one. 
 

 Please consider coming by the 
Friendship Center or call to 
make an appointment to take a 
tour or talk with one of our 
staff or volunteers to see where 
you can fit in.  The tasks range 
from the really simple to those 
that take time and skill … but 
regardless, all parts are needed 
and all persons experience the 
love. Thank you for your 
prayers and support! 

“We don’t like to say “good 
bye” to those whom we love.  It 
is right for us to weep, but there 
is no need for us to despair.  
They had pain here, they have no 
pain there.  They struggled here, 
they have no struggles there.  
You and I might wonder why 
God took them home, but they 
don’t.  They understand.  And 
when Christ comes, we will hold 
them again.” 
 

DeVon was a participant at the 
Friendship Center and St. Paul’s 
Lutheran Noon Prayers.  She 
was the coordinator and director 
of the “first ever” Friends of the 
Carpenter choir which last 
Christmas sang Christmas carols 
at a variety of assisted living 
residences.  DeVon’s  faith and 
friendship will live on in our 
hearts and minds as we claim the 
same faith as hers – “Everyone 
who lives and believes in me will 
never die.”
