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“Do not judge others, and God will 
not judge you; do not condemn    
others, and God will not condemn 
you; forgive others, and God will 
forgive you.  Give to others, and 
God will give to you.  Indeed, you 
will receive a full measure, a gener-
ous helping, poured into your hands 
– all that you can hold.  The     
measure you use for others is the 

one that God will use for you.” 
“Why do you look at the speck in 
your brother’s eye, but pay no 
attention to the log in your own 
eye?”  Luke 6:37-38; 41 
 

 My guess is, what you see in the 
box is the black dot, but may I 
call your attention to all the white 
space as well!  In fact, the black 
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dot is pretty tiny  compared to 
all the white space.  OK, so 
you get it.  But it does point 
out a truth about the way we 
often perceive life – ours or 
someone else’s.  And it demon-
strates the lesson Jesus taught 
about judging others.  Sadly, 
it’s so easy to see the wrong 
stuff in our lives and in other’s. 
 

 Granted, life can and often 
does throw tough situations 
into our path, and when it does, 
it’s easy and sometimes neces-
sary to focus only upon the 
problem.  But it’s helpful to 
keep things in their proper  
perspective.  For people of 
faith, regardless how big the 
problem, how deep the pit or 
how dark the gloom, God’s 
light and God’s peace is more 
powerful.  “Greater is he who 
is in you than he who is in the 
world.” 1 John 4:4   But during 
times of trouble, it’s tough to 
not see the “black dot.”  Truth-
fully, what I think it takes to 
see the “white space” is more 
eyes – eyes other than your 
own in persons who speak 
words of encouragement, 
words of peace and words of 
promise that you are not in it 
alone.  Words spoken not in 
judgment or accusations of 
“you made your bed now lie in 
it,” but words that accept    
people with grace and         
acknowledge that goodness is 
possible and probably abounds. 
 

 Helping people obtain this 
perspective has a beautiful 
boomerang effect.  The bless-
ings come back “big time.”  
Many come to the Friendship 
Center with problems and   
predicaments that would make 
anyone paranoid.  But as we 
help someone see the “white 
space” of their situation, it 
helps point out the “white 
space” in your life.  The 
greater gift is not the one you 
give away but the one you real-
ize you have already been 
given. 
 

 We are grateful for the many 
who come to the Friendship 
Center … and we invite and 
encourage many and any others 
to come join in the fellowship 
and faith.  As we gather, God 
binds us together and gives 
everyone good gifts and eyes 
to see the “white space.”  
There is a presence and a 
power of the Holy Spirit that is 
working in all of us … and 
your presence will broaden our 
perspective.
